The Ireland-Wales Programme Managing Authority (MA) is currently preparing a risk identification and risk management strategy, and one of the areas under consideration is the area of low-spending partners. 
It is the opinion of the MA that Statements of Expenditure where the total claimed is less than €10,000 represent a lower risk to the Programme than larger Statements, and accordingly need not be supported by the same level of paperwork in order to be certified. 
From today on, Statements of Expenditure that are completed correctly and have a total claim less than €10,000 will be considered acceptable without supporting paperwork, unless you are claiming VAT, in which case evidence to the effect that your VAT is irrecoverable will be required. 

Partners who avail of this exemption for any Statement of Expenditure can expect at least one on-the-spot verification to take place before the last payment is made, at which point all Statements of Expenditure submitted will be examined.
